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CONTRACT FOR SERVICES


covering the period November 19, 2010 to December 31, 2010


THIS CONTRACT, and any amendments and supplements hereto, which is subject to the laws of the State of Mississippi, is between the Arthur Johnston, Chancery Clerk of Madison County (hereinafter “the Chancery Clerk”), and Tim Barnard, an independent contractor and not an employee of Madison County or the Chancery Clerk (hereinafter “Contractor”).


WHEREAS the Chancery Clerk is in need of experienced professional assistance related to the redesigning and relocating of the county’s aged, historical and archival records, and records retrieval/ database system -- particularly regarding Chancery Court files, records of notification regarding delinquent taxes, miscellaneous records of the Madison County Board of Supervisors, and all other records of the county over which the Chancery Clerk has charge, whether by statute or by order, direction, or contract with the Board of Supervisors of Madison County; and


WHEREAS Contractor is a duly qualified and capable professional and expert in the field of records management and preservation, as evidenced by his curriculum vita, a copy of which is attached hereto; and


WHEREAS, Contractor is willing to perform the services set forth above and herein below.


NOW THEREFORE, it is agreed that:


A.  Contractor’s Duties: Beginning November 19, 2010, Contractor will assist the Chancery Clerk in re-organizing and relocating the archival records of Madison County, Mississippi.  Contractor will oversee and cause to be relocated all boxed and archival records presently maintained in the room known as the “Old Basement.” Such records shall be transported to the room known as the “New Basement” and organized and stored on shelving previously purchased and installed by Madison County.  Contractor will also develop and implement a new, more user friendly records retrieval/database system in the “New Basement” to the satisfaction of the Chancery Clerk.

 
B.  Consideration: For the services rendered herein, Contractor will receive a total of $1,500.00, payable $750.00 on November 31, 2010 and $750.00 on December 30, 2010.  As a condition of the Chancery Clerk’s obligation to pay, Contractor agrees that his performance hereunder shall be complete as of December 31, 2010.  


C.  Work Hours: Contractor will perform said duties at the hours and during the times established at his own discretion.  It is understood, however, that Contractor anticipates working each remaining Saturday of the month of November, 2010 and all Saturdays during the month of December 2010 other than Saturday December 25, 2010.


D.  Term of Contract: This contract shall be effective as of November 19, 2010 and shall remain in effect until December 31, 2010. 


E.  Amendments: Both parties recognize that additional matters assigned by the Court to the Chancery Clerk and other factors such as increased complexity may cause a need to modify the duties and consideration provisions as set forth above.  Therefore, Contractor and the Chancery Clerk may elect, by oral or written agreement, to extend the term hereof, modify the duties and conditions detailed herein, and may increase or decrease the amount of compensation as needed and subsequently agreed upon in writing.
